Applicants must be:  

• A legal resident of Boston for at least two years as of January 1 of the year 
of the application.   

• Have graduated from high school or have completed the G.E.D. by the 
time the awards are made.  

• Plan to pursue any two or four year accredited post-secondary institution 
within Massachusetts. 

 
To apply students must complete the application process, which 
includes the following:  

• Complete the “City of Boston Scholarship Fund Application”; you can 
download it at www.cityofboston.gov/scholarship  

• Write a 300-500 word essay. 

• Provide a letter of recommendation (from school, employer, or community 
agency). 

• Provide or submit an official secondary school record and SAT/ACT or 
TOEFL score, or G.E.D. score report. 

 
The Scholarship Committee will interview finalists who must provide a copy of 
their most recent 1040 tax form and Financial Aid Form for verification of 
financial need.  If selected, applicants must provide proof of residency, and 
evidence that they will be attending a post-secondary institution within 
Massachusetts full-time.
