Fenway Civic Association (FCA) is the Fenway's only volunteer organization that accepls no
public or developer funds. Our mission is to promote a safe and vital neighborhood that serves
the interest of our residents. We are writing to convey Our grave CONCCINS about Mayor
Menino’s proposal to shut down the Boston Police Department’s Mounted Unit. The oldest
mounted unit in the country is part of a proud tradition in Boston. If you shut it down, it will be
gone forever. While we understand that times are tough and that budget cuts will need to be
made, the Mounted Unit should not be on the list.

It is important that you understand what impact the loss of the Mounted Unit would have on the
Fenway neighborhood, and the Back Bay Fens in particular. The Mounted Unit has reduced the
number of B & E’s in residential buildings, and their presence at Fenway Park events controls
the crowd in a way no other police unit can. Rowdy and intoxicated persons streaming from
games and local bars reconsider their behavior when the Mounted Unit is nearby. The Mounted
Unit helps make the Fenway a livable neighborhood, and not just land surrounding a ballpark.

Their presence in our surrounding parks has been invaluable. The Fens, part of Frederick Law
Olmsted’s historic Emerald Necklace, provides residents and visitors a place to escape the hustle
and bustle of the city for the peace and quite of nature. The Mounted patrols give park users a
feeling of safety in their neighborhood park - a feeling that is priceless. In real terms, the
Mounted Unit has significantly reduced the amount of iilicit activity in the Back Bay Fens park
because it is uniquely suited to the task of patrolling the Fens. The animals give officers the
extra height and agility needed for a varied terrain, especially where the tall Phragmites provides

a haven for dangerous activity. This advantage can not be matched by officers in cars or on
bikes.

With the level of public/private investments that residents, institutions and the park conservancy
are making in the Fens - along with the millions in State and Federal funds that are being poured

Thank you for chairing the informative budget hearing on May 5 and for allowing me to
speak at the end on behalf of the many residents who had come o testify to save the
Boston Police Mounted Unit from elimination. Iwas pleased to be able to address you
and Commissioner Davis simultaneously, even though the other councilors had left the
hearing room. My only regret is that the Mounted Officers themselves have been barred
from speaking directly to you about their jobs and are unable to clarify some of the
statements being made about them.

I am grateful for the support you expressed for retaining the unit, reinforced by the strong
constituent support you have been receiving. 1hope the hearing gave you a better sense
of the value these dedicated officers and their horses provide the public -- their
undeniable tactical advantage in size and height, their proven effectiveness in crime
prevention, and their special ability to communicate positively with people of all ages and
attitudes -- an immeasurable benefit that would not exist without the horses.

Even though the cost of the mounted patrols is a mere 1/4™ of 1% of the police budget
(.0025%), people accept the fact that all public agencies will need to cut costs. We
simply ask that you apply any cuts fairly, across the board, and not decimate this singular
cost-effective program very important to the people of Boston.

The hearing gave rise to some opportunities that could help your budget process.

In particular, the mounted officers themselves drew up cost-cutting measures and
presented them to the Commissioner that T am not certain have been responded to. There
may also be opportunities to supplement portions of the budget with charitable funds, as
was offered by the Brandegee Foundation trustee and other proponents. [ urge you to
explore these options and engage the BPD and the public in finding a solution.

As I was unable to attend this week’s hearing about the Mounted Police unit, I am writing
this note to ask you to consider first and foremost the safety of Boston’s citizens while
you consider the future of the Mounted Police force. Ilive in the Fenway, near the
ballpark, and I have no doubt that the officers who patrol my neighborhood on horseback
serve a vital role in maintaining safety and security in my community.

Presumably you have spoken directly with the officers who serve on horseback, since
only they can provide you with the best information about what they do and how they
accomplish it. At the monthly police meetings in the West Fenway [ read the crime
reports and have seen the numbers decrease dramatically—clearly the Mounted Police
are a critical component of the overall effort to respond to and prevent crime in my
neighborhood. Capt. Evans is convinced, Sgt. Power is convinced, and my neighbors are
convinced. But don’t take my word for it—get the information directly from the officers
on horseback. As I’m sure you know, the most reliable data often lies at the bottom of an
organization. 1don’t know why the police commissioner and the mayor are considering
disbanding the unit, but in any case the data that is being provided in favor of eliminating
the unit should in nc way serve as a substitute for what you can learn from the officers. I
urge you to consider their observations, the empirical data that they can provide. The
practical experience of these officers in their day-to-day activities will serve as the most
reliable guide for deciding the faie of the Mounted Police. Please hear their side of the
story.

I am writing to convey my grave concerns about your proposal to shut down the Boston
Police Department’s Mounted Unit. The oldest mounted unit in the country is part of a
proud tradition in Boston. If you shut it down, it will be gone forever. ~ While I
understand that times are tough and that cuts will need to be made, the Mounted Unit
should not be on the list.

It is important that you understand what impact the loss of the Mounted {nit would have
on the Fenway neighborhood, and the Back Bay Fens in particular. They have reduced the
number of B & E’s in residential buildings, and their presence at Fenway Park events
controls the crowd in a way no other police unit can. Rowdy and intoxicated persons
streaming from games and local bars reconsider their behavior when the Mounted Unit is
nearby. The Mounted Unit helps make the Fenway a livable neighborhood, and not just
land surrounding a ballpark.

Their presence in our surrounding parks has been invaluable. The Fens, part of Frederick
Law Olmsted’s historic Emerald Necklace, provides residents and visitors a place to
escape the hustle and bustle of the city for the peace and quite of nature. The Mounted
patrols give park users a feeling of safety in their neighborhood park -- a feeling that is
priceless. In real terms, the Mounted Unit has significantly reduced the amount of illicit
activity in the Back Bay Fens park because it is uniquely suited to the task of patrolling the
Fens. The animals give officers the extra height and agility needed for a varied terrain,
especially where the tall Phragmites provides a haven for dangerous activity. This
advantage can not be matched by officers 1n cars.

With the level of public/private investments that residents, institutions and the park
conservancy are making in the Fens -- along with the millions in State and Federal funds
that are being poured into the Muddy River Restoration - it would be a fravesty for these
improvements to go to waste because park users feared for their safety.

I understand that the cuts to the Police Department will not be finalized until October, and
that you could still lobby for State and Federal funds to could avoid these cuts. Please do
everything you can to save our Mounted Unit, our neighborhood, and our park.

While I
understand that times are tough and that cuts will need to be made, the Mounted Unit
should not be on the list.

It is important that you understand what impact the loss of the Mounted Unit would have
on the Fenway neighborhood, and the Back Bay Fens in particular, They have reduced
the number of B & E’s in residential buildings, and their presence at Fenway Park events
controls the crowd in a way no other police unit can. Rowdy and intoxicated persons
streaming from games and local bars reconsider their behavior when the Mounted Unit is
nearby.

My husband, Christopher Walsh, is the Commander of the Boston Police Mounted Unit.
[ am writing 10 you because your hometown mounted police unit desperately needs your
assistance. The City of Boston plans on closing this unit as of July 1, 2009, citing
budgetary reasons. Many in Boston City Hall do not appear to understand that trained
police horses are important tools in the arsenal of any large metropolitan police
department, particularly the Boston Police Department.

Should this unit be disbanded, the costs to bring it back would be too much for the City to
bear. The City currently leases the stables in Jamaica Plain for only $1.00 per year
through the generosity of a trust, and would lose this benefit should the mounted unit be
disbanded in July. The unit has twelve fully trained police horses with all of the
necessary equipment. Bverything is right there, and the City wants o simply watk away
and abandon this great benefit.

The Boston Police Mounted Unit has existed for over 150 years, even before the
Canadian Mounted Police. The Unit survived many eras, including the Great
Depression. These horses are certainly a historical icon of Boston and seeing these
beautiful and intimidating animals patrolling in Boston Commeon and Faneuil Hall igmtes
feelings of civic pride and safety. Theses police horses help to break down the barriers
that exist for many people who would not normally approach police officers, but tend to
flock to the mounis.

In addition to the historical importance of the unit, the mounts are also extremely
effective forces in daily patrols, community policing, crime prevention, and emergency
crowd contro! situations. [ will briefly outline each of these merits below.

Daily patrols: The unit has been deployed to routinely patrol high crime and nuisance
areas within the City of Boston, namely the Fenway section, Roxbury, Dorchester, and
Mattapan. Crime decreases during their presence and citizens feel safe and protected.
Recently, a mounted officer pursued a suspect while on horseback. Upon reaching the
suspect, the horse nudged the suspect with his nose and held him against a wall while the
officer dismounted and prepared for the arrest. Clearly, this horse proved that he was
trained for more than marching in occasional parades.

Community policing and crime prevention: Police officers on horses are in a fixed
location for a designated period of time, rather than continually driving through areas in
police cars. There is less of an opportunity for perpetrators to commit crimes, knowing
that the police officers will be close by. The mounts are also needed 1n areas that are
difficult to patrol by car or by foot. People are also more wilting to approach officers on




horseback than on motoreycles or bicycles. The well known strained relationship that
many citizens have had with the Boston Police Depariment is sometimes forgotten about
when people see police on horseback. There is no better public relations campaign for
the Boston Police Department during a time when the economy triggers increased crime.

Emergency crowd control: In recent years, Boston’s sports teams have enjoyed a number
of victories. Unfortunately, there are many who feel as though a home team victory gives
them a license to cause riot situations that place people in great danger. This mounted
unit was deployed in every one of these volaiile situations and performed amazingly.
They truly showed their professional training and unquestionably prevented dangerous
situations from becoming even worse. During the Celtics victory in the City last year, a
large group of people gathered on City Hall Plaza. When they saw the line of horses
marching down the street toward them, the crowd disbursed almost immediately. Would
the crowd have disbanded as quickly when seeing these same officers without their
horses?

The above provides only a brief outline of the many benefits of having a mounted unit for
the Boston Police Department,

It is unwise during these economic times for the City of Boston to simply propose
disbanding such an important resource. The City has not acknowledged that it will at
least reevaluate the unit’s budget, and Mayor Menino has stated publicly that the unit will
be disbanded. No further questions.

Thousands of people have already voiced their support for the Boston Police Mounted
Unit. I hope you will join us.

Boston needs your help, Mr, Ross. Anything you can do will be sincerely appreciated,
Thank you very much for your time and consideration.

Dear Mayor Menino,

My husband, two children and I live at 114 The Fenway, aCYOSSs from the Fens. We are very
concerned about the City’s plans to disband its Mounted Police Unit and the negative
impact it will have on safety in the Fens.

In September 2007, I was nearly a victim of crime while returning home through the Fens. I
was walking back from the Landmark Center at approximately 3 pm on a sunny, warm
afternoon. Had I not heard my would-be attacker behind me, I would not have been able to
escape in time. After talking with other Fenway residents following this incident, I
discovered that many other people (most of them students at one of the many colleges

surrounding the Fens) have had similar incidents—even in broad daylight.

At the time, the Mounted Police did not patrol the Fens. I understand that the measure was
taken as a response to increased crime. Since they were put in place, the Mounted Police
have made a significant difference in the safety of our community.

Frankly, we were shocked to learn that the City is planning to disband the unit because
the Mounted Police are the only police unit that has been effective in preventing criminal
activity in the Fens.

T recently saw my neighbors, with their 1} year old son and 7-year old daughter, flying a

kite in the Fens. Since the Mounted Police have been put in place and the Fens has become

safer and more enjoyable, other young families I know have also started going there. After
all, itrs an important and much-valued Boston park and ocne of the few open green spaces in
the city.

If the Mounted Police Unit was to be disbanded and the Fens were to return to being as
unsafe as it was in 2007, life here would be intolerable for us. We have a 2-year old son
and a 3- month old son and their safety is our priority.

We are asking that you do everything within your power to keep this crucial Boston Police
Unit alive. We along with other Fenway residents would welcome the opportunity to meet
with you to discuss this very important issue. Please contact us if you would like to set
up a meeting.

I have lived in the Fenway neighborhood for almost 6 yearxs. I have seen first hand the
positive effects of the mounted patrol unit - a reduction in the frequency of break-ins,
muggings, and prostitutiom. I think it would be detrimental to the neighborhood to
eliminate this unit.

We are gravely concerned about Mayor Menino's proposal to shut down the historic Boston
Police Department's Mounted Unit. The horse patrols are not only community builders, but
effective law enforcement officers and especially needed in the Fenway's extensive park
land where tall vegetation requires the extra height and agility that the horses give
their officers.

The Fenway is home not only to the Red Sox, but to more than 400 gardeners and thousands
of residents and students for whom the parkland in the Fens iz their primary open space.
The mounted patrols are adept at crowd control during major events, but also excel at
patrolling the bordering park land known for illicit criminal activity. This advantage
they provide cannot be matched by officers in cars, bicycles or on foot.

We understand the City faces financial challenges and needs to ilmprove efficiency, but ask
that our valuable parks not bear the loss of the mounted unit because of a temporary
downturn. The mounted patrols account for 1/4 of 1% of the Bosten Police budget- we
believe that sum ig insignificant compared to the value of crime prevention and safety
they provide.

In addition, 2 Facebook page was created and has over 1400 members; a NYCOP online
magaxzine article will be published this week; WBUR, the Jamaica Plain Gazette, and Equus
Magazine have spoken with me on this story.

Even though budget cuts may be a necessity, disbanding the Mounted Police does not represent a
lot of cost savings. In fact, given the FY09 budget of the Boston Police Department, it barely
represents 0.25% of the budget (salaries of the 9 civilians who would be Taid off would save
$340,937 out of $218.2 million total salaries). It would be more cost effective for the city to
continue the Mounted Unit given its value to its citizens and given the expense to start up a unit
again in the future. Several cities across the country have found themselves regretting the
decision to disband and have reestablished mounted units.

Lastly, one has to consider the historical aspect. The Boston Mounted Police is the oldest in the
country and that should mean something to City of Boston, a city whose officials and citizens
value its history. Please take some time to review some of the comments made on the petition by
people who live in Boston, people who work in Boston, and people who visit Boston: they
express a sense of history, great respect and a law enforcement need for the Boston Mounted
Police.

Dear Councilor Ross,

[t has come to my attention that the Police Department is fast moving forward in getting
rid of the horses. They have been photographed and police departments from other states
are visiting this week to evaluate the horses. Can you not put an injunction in place that
they can't do this until a decision has been made? It seems that they are moving forward
quickly and if they are told the unit stays, they will be able to say "sorry we don't have
any horses anymore".

Furthermore | received a letter from Captain Dowd indicating that by Massachusetts law
(no article or section mentioned in the letter), they have to distribute the horses to private
citizens through auction and they would notify me "if and when information becomes
available" regarding the auction. In the horse world, we all know what auction means: at
any auction horses are at risk to be bought for slaughter. It happens everyday to perfectly
good horses (the 26 year old horse Captain is particularly at risk in this case). This is
appalling especially since it was advertise on several news stations and newspapers that
"they were looking for loving homes" and Elaine Driscoll was quoted several times that
they are working with the MSPCA to find good homes. This was obviously a lie as they
required by law to auction.

Thirdly, 1 would like to point to the U.S. Department of Justice Office of Community
Oriented Policing Services document: "Planning And Managing Security For Major
Special Events: Guidelines for Law Enforcement " By Edward Connors

In this document it lists:

“As one tactical operations commander explained, “Four or five horses can clear out a
crowd that might take a whole platoon of officers on foot to disburse.” Another noted
their popularity with spectators as well as their benefits for crowd control.”

“The department has alse found that on more clearly problematic, potentially violent
protests they are very useful. However, on more mainsiream, peaceful protests, their
presence can be counter-productive since they tend to draw an adverse crowd reaction—
they can signal crowd dispersal on permitted events when that is not the message the
police and city want to send.”

This is clearly the opposite to what Superintendent in Chief Dunford claimed during the
meeting yesterday regarding crowd control. Ironically, he 1s listed as a contributor 1o the
document.

Good morning Michael and Reuben,

Reuben asked me to put my thoughts together after we had a quick discussion the other day, T will
do my best! As this develops I hope you will please consider me an equine expert resource that
you can call and use as a "think tank partner”.

Just to give you some background since you only know me as the author of the recent article in the
Pedlar - I am not a staff member of the New England Horseman's Yankee Pedlar noram [ a
Bostonian tax payer but just a Foxboro native and an employee of one of a large insurance
corporations still remaining in downtown Boston who was recently relocated to their NH site. (While
working in the Financial District I often watched the mounted police including one day when they
made an arrest on Boylston Street.)

Mid April T received a call from the Pedlar editor requesting that I write an article about the Boston
Police Mounted Unit's situation. The staff there knows that I would put my heart and mind totally
into a challenging story, especially one that showcases our horse heroes in biue and the special
working relationship between the officers and their horses. To research, I spent two days with the
unit, interviewing them and shadowing them as they worked to photegraph them and observe
their interactions. It was quickly obvious to me how important the role of the unit is in the areas
they work - for protection to school chiidren in the downtown cressing area, patrol of the difficult
Fenway areas and the valuable public interaction. It was also apparent that with my vast equine
contacts and former experience as a co-owner of a large show horse business that I could help the
officers with the budget matter at hand.

What was most difficult to do in writing the article, attending the May 5th City Council meeting and
having the opportunity to discuss this issue with Commissicner Davis and some of the council, was
to try and understand how something so easy to resolve can be so very politically complicated. In
writing the article 1 also fought to be respectful of the long serving dedicated holsters and not
publicly reveal what the real issue is - that being that the city of Boston can not provide for the
care of the horses in an economical manner. If T had included the actual budget expenses in a well
respected equine publication an outraged response would have resuited from readers who would
not have understood how Boston could let this unit go because of these outrageous expenditures,

According to the May 5th meeting:

« The budget is about $762,000 of which $162,000 is training, equipment, blacksmith, vet,
conferences, grain and hay. $600,000 is the workers who provide care for the then 12
horses. That equals a $50,000 per horse_in labor costs to groom, feed, ciean the stalls and
turn out the horse. It is unclear if any of the holsters possess the skills to exercise the horses
that are not working or while other horses are cut working.

That is an industry average close to seven times higher than what it should be. Also it is not
nacessary for two people to be on duty at the same time for 10 horses.

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Boarding a horse in Massachusetts at a facility similar to what the Boston Police unit presently uses
- that provides 24 hour care inciuding the feeding and turning out of your horse averages arcund
$600 per month, equaling $7200 per horse per year. Boarding your horse even with a nationally
known trainer in Massachusetts that grooms, exercises and frains your show horse five days a
week is about $1200 per menth, equaling $14,400_per horse per year. (statistics from FEI trainer
Kelly Kinney, Pepperill, Ma)

When you lock at these numbers its quite easy to conclude that the Boston Police depariment
should not be in the business of providing horse care. Since the article and attending the May 5th
meeting 1 have spent considerable time investigating and discussing the budget issue with key
pecple in the community and equine industry - including Nady Peters whose wonderful efforts are
tc be commended. I have discussed the problem with the nearby Mt Ida Equine program director
and the UNH equine program director about potential internship interest - the UNH majers many of
which are Mass residents are required to intern at a horse facility. I have talked to an

equine transpertation company willing to heip improve the guality of trailer equipment that the unit
presently uses as well as a major national horse supply company considering sponsorship. Now
that the "Mints for Mounts" non profit is state approved, I am helping Nady Peters by starting to
approach corporate key people for their support. There is a tremendous amount of support cut
there - not just from Bostonians - to help organize a better way to keep the unit and improve its
present state.

Here are some of my ideas:

+ The horses should be owned by the non prefit. Non profit can provide the care and feeding.
Qrganizes paid help at normal industry wages supplemented with equine majer interns.
Workers are skilled equestrians that can keep the horses exercised and assist the police
trainer with providing riding and training oppoertunities for the officers. Interns will also work
on improving their management skills in areas such as media relations, completing metrics
that support the value of the mounted unit's work, negotiating contracts, and working on non
profit fundraising efforts.

¢ The Boston Pclice department will initially leases the (10} horses on a monthly basis for a set
fee of $600 per horse for six menths ($36,000 total), after which a sliding scale decreases
that amount to eliminate the cost over a period of agreed time so as the non profit bullds up
its resources.

+ The Boston Police depariment takes care of their own costs of equipment, conferences,
blacksmith and vet bills. Blacksmith and vet will be charged to the non prefit and billed to the
Police Dept. T have already cbtained a verbal agreement from & major horse hospital to
provide 20% discounted services for the horses. Blacksmith services will be more of a cost
savings as it will no longer have to be put out to bid.

+ The non profit can further reduce the cost of equipment by obtaining eguipment donations
(tratler) and eguine industry sponsorships for saddles, bridles, etc.

« Boston City Council Chairman of Public Safety works with the Massachusetis Governor to
approve a state registration plate bearing the image of the mounted police officer. Governor
declares the Boston Police Mounted Unit a Historical Treasure of the State. Profit from the
plates goes to the non profit that uses this to reduce costs to the police department on the
sliding scale.

+ Horses stay stabled at Bradagee Estate - this restful location is not only free but essential for
the horses after a hard day of work surrounded by the naise of the city and constant
interaction with the public. Its grounds provide training areas and exercise options.

+ The Boston Tourism Bureau and asscciated business organizations must be approached and
accept some responsibility to help the non prefit launch. The mounted unit is cne of the most
photographed sights of Boston.

» Non profit could develop a program for area schoo! children visits to the stables that would
serve as a good public relations step to introduce children te the police in a friendly way and

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to continue to help keep Bostonians informed of this valuable treasure. Many non profits
receive income through this means.

You received a letter from the Dover New Hampshire Mounted unit describing how last year in a
matter of a few menths this tiny city raised the funds from area businesses and residents to pay for
the care costs of their two horses. Boston is a city perhaps at least 100 times its size with ten
horses with thousands of residents that have already expressed an interest in preserving the unit,

With the non profit "Mints for Mounts™ now in place, Boston has the tools to make this work. If
even every one of the 2300 people that signed the petition donated $10, then the fund to take care
of the horses would be fully ready to launch.

Please give this a chance to work. And please continue to use me as a resource to investigate
ideas and provide you a direct contact to the equine industry.

Please do not disband the Boston Police Mounted Unit. The officers and their horses
are a humanizing influence on everyone they encounter, and a very effective law
enforcement tool.

Dear Mayor Menino,

T am pleased to represent the many Fenway residents who have voiced their sirong
support for keeping our Mounted Police Officers patrolling in our neighborhood and in
our parks. When I spoke at the City Council’s Police Department budget hearing on
May 5, that support was echoed by all of the City Councilors who spoke about the
positive role our mounted officers and their horses play as crime deterrents and good
will ambassadors throughout the City — a view reinforced by large numbers of their
constituents.

The tactical advantage the mounted officers have in size and height is especially
valuable in a high-crime area such as the Back Bay Fens park lands, where the tall
vegetation obscures much of the illicit activity. The mounted officers are also highty
valued in crowd control situations such as Fenway Park events and Red Sox
celebrations. Wherever they are assigned, the officers and their horses have proven
effectiveness in crime prevention and a special ability to communicate positively with
people of all ages and attitudes — an immeasurable benefit that translates into real cost
savings for the City.

As Councilor Ross pointed out, the Mounted Patrol is only 1/4™ of 1% of the BPD
budget (.0025%) Even though it is a miniscule portion of the budget, everyone needs
to help the City get through this fiscal crisis. In an effort to cut costs, the mounted
officers themselves have drawn up measures to significantly reduce their budget. As the
men on the ground, they are best able to identify where cuts can be made with the
greatest efficiency. Please help these talks to go forward between the officers, BPD
administration, and your budget office in order to come up with a viable operating plan
to preserve the proud Mounted Police Unit for Boston, I urge you to submit a budget to
the City Council that provides for a functioning Mounted Patrol division in the Boston
Police Department and preserves this highly effective and greatly admired special force
for us and our children.

Thank you for your efforts to balance many needs in these difficult times. If we can be
of any help in this process, please let me know.
