Menino's PILOT pressure

December 10, 2008

TOWN-GOWN relations in Boston got a little testier yesterday, after Boston Mayor Thomas Menino
put political pressure on the city's universities and teaching hospitals to increase their payments in
lieu of taxes during a speech to the Greater Boston Chamber of Commerce. Menino speaks often on
this theme, but not loudly enough to penetrate some thick institutional walls.

Boston's 12 major hospitals and 16 institutions of higher education sit on land assessed at more than
$10 billion. Yet according to the city assessor's office, they contribute only about $14 million annually
in voluntary tax payments, or PILOTSs. If fully taxed, these nonprofits would enrich the city by at least
$350 million. Faced with a potential budget shortfall of $85 million next year due to a declining
economy and weak state aid, Menino has no choice but to look for help to the city's nonprofit sector.

Some institutions recognize the value of their partnership with the city and the demands they put on
basic city services. Boston University, for example, tops the college list with a $4.6 million PILOT
payment. Partners Healthcare and its related institutions lead the medical sector with a $3.6 million
voluntary payment. But others barely register on the scale. Northeastern University, for example,
provides a paltry $30,571. Beth Israel Deaconess Medical Center contributes just $125,000.

Menino is forming a task force in an effort to bring some consistency to the paym ents. The
current method of annual negotiations is too erratic. When expanding their campuses, institutions
sometimes increase payments. At other times, they feel free to thumb their noses at the city. The



creation of a strict formula would require legislative approval and likely lead to an enervating battle,
given the overall importance of the job-rich institutions to the state economy. But there should at least
be guidelines. Partners Healthcare, for example, contributes 10 to 12 percent of what it would
otherwise pay if fully taxed on its properties, according to Matt Fishman, Partners' vice president for
community health. Institutions that contribute significantly less are probably shortchanging the city.

Nonprofit institutions provide community benefits to the city in the form of scholarships, free
healthcare, tutoring, volunteer hours, and more. The city needs an updated inventory of these
charitable acts. And Boston officials should, in turn, be prepared to provide individual institutions with
estimates of the costs of supplying police, fire, and other basic services.

Some institutions are underestimating how closely their world-class status is linked to their location in
a well-run, safe city. It would be in the city's interest - and their own - to contribute more.

As previously discussed, any Ch. 93A action mugirbeith a “demand letter,” to which the business B0 days to
respond. The purpose of the demand letter is fibicke
Provide notice of a claim and information about tia¢ure of the claim;
Hopefully encourage a negotiated resolution; and
Acts as a control on the amount of damages thatdhglainant may ultimately recover if the clainpi®ven in
court.
The demand letter must:
Be sent at least 30 days prior to the filing of any court action
Identify the claimant
Reasonably describe the unfair or deceptive act or practice at issue. It does not necessarily have to cite
particular laws believed to have been violated when describing the unfair or deceptive acts or practices.
Identify the injury suffered.

(2) Any persons entitled to bring such action mghe use or employment of the unfair or decepticeor practice has
caused similar injury to numerous other persondaily situated and if the court finds in a prelivary hearing that he
adequately and fairly represents such other peréoimg the action on behalf of himselfid such other similarly injured a
situated persons....

(3) At least thirty days prior to the filing of an  y such action, a written demand for relief, identif ~ ying the
claimant and reasonably describing the unfair or de ceptive act or practice relied upon and the injury
suffered, shall be mailed or delivered to any prosp  ective respondent. Any person receiving such a demand
for relief who, within thirty days of the mailing or delivery of the demand for relief, makes a written tender of
settlement which is rejected by the claimant may, in any subsequent action, file the written tender and an affidavit
concerning its rejection and thereby limit any recovery to the relief tendered if the court finds that the relief
tendered was reasonable in relation to the injury actually suffered by the petitioner. In all other cases, if the court
finds for the petitioner, recovery shall be in the amount of actual damages or twenty-five dollars, whichever is



greater; or up to three but not less than two times such amount if the court finds that the use or employment of the
act or practice was a willful or knowing violation of said section two or that the refusal to grant relief upon demand
was made in bad faith with knowledge or reason to know that the act or practice complained of violated said
section two. For the purposes of this chapter, the amount of actual damages to be multiplied by the court shall be
the amount of the judgment on all claims arising out of the same and underlying transaction or occurrence,
regardless of the existence or nonexistence of insurance coverage available in payment of the claim. In addition,
the court shall award such other equitable relief, including an injunction, as it deems to be necessary and proper.
The demand requirements of this paragraph shall not apply if the claim is asserted by way of counterclaim or
cross-claim, or if the prospective respondent does not maintain a place of business or does not keep assets within
the commonwealth, but such respondent may otherwise employ the provisions of this section by making a written
offer of relief and paying the rejected tender into court as soon as practicable after receiving notice of an action
commenced under this section. Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary, if the court finds any method,
act or practice unlawful with regard to any security or any contract of sale of a commaodity for future delivery as
defined in section two, and if the court finds for the petitioner, recovery shall be in the amount of actual damages.

(3A) A person may assert a claim under this section in a district court, whether by way of original complaint,
counterclaim, cross-claim or third-party action, for money damages only. Said damages may include double or
treble damages, attorneys’ fees and costs, as herein provided. The demand requirements and provision for tender
of offer of settlement provided in paragraph (3) shall also be applicable under this paragraph, except that no rights
to equitable relief shall be created under this paragraph, nor shall a person asserting a claim hereunder be able to
assert any claim on behalf of other similarly injured and situated persons as provided in paragraph (2).

(4) If the court finds in any action commenced hereunder that there has been a violation of section two, the
petitioner shall, in addition to other relief provided for by this section and irrespective of the amount in controversy,
be awarded reasonable attorney’s fees and costs incurred in connection with said action; provided, however, the
court shall deny recovery of attorney’s fees and costs which are incurred after the rejection of a reasonable
written offer of settlement made within thirty days of the mailing or delivery of the written demand for relief
required by this section.

[There is no paragraph (5).]

(6) Any person entitled to bring an action under this section shall not be required to initiate, pursue or exhaust any
remedy established by any regulation, administrative procedure, local, state or federal law or statute or the
common law in order to bring an action under this section or to obtain injunctive relief or recover damages or
attorney’s fees or costs or other relief as provided in this section. Failure to exhaust administrative remedies

shall not be a defense to any proceeding under this section, except as provided in paragraph seven.

PATRICK CALLS FOR “ALL HANDS ON DECK” AS STATE PLOTS CONSTRUCTION BONANZA

STATE HOUSE, BOSTON, DEC. 17, 2008..... State government will prepare for a likely influx of special federal aid by
organizing project streamlining groups intended to speed the funding’s impact on the local economy, Gov. Deval Patrick
said Wednesday, pointing to a $4.7 billion infrastructure wish list.

“At its height, we could be talking about hundreds of thousands of jobs,” Patrick said.

While the parameters of the federal aid remain in question, Patrick said a ramped up public works agenda, coming as
unemployment rises, could require workers in hamstrung industries, like financial services, to consider taking advantage
of the new jobs being created in other sectors.

“Depending on the scale of this federal investment to augment the state’s investment, we're going to need all hands on
deck,” Patrick said. “And that may mean, in some cases, that the job you used to do is replaced by a different kind of job
for the time being. And there is no indignity in that. So we’re going to need people who are in unemployment lines and
offices all over the Commonwealth, maybe looking for a job of the kind they used to do, to come and be a part of this.”

With President-elect Barack Obama and congressional leaders reportedly eyeing a $1 trillion national stimulus, the
governor said “the consensus seems to be developing around three or four types of investment”; infrastructure;
“countercyclical’ caseload areas like Medicaid, food stamps, unemployment assistance, and child care; education; and a
middle-class tax cut.

The state’s revenue shortage, over $2 billion for the current fiscal year, is cutting into not just short-term operating
expenditures, but long-range plans for capital spending as well, with the Patrick administration on Wednesday circulating
a significantly scaled-back plan for infrastructure financing into 2013. The capital plan, which arrived over five months into
fiscal 2009, provides details of $1.73 billion in spending for fiscal 2009.

To stay below the self-imposed cap on borrowed spending, the administration had to cut back capital expenditures, with a
$150 million reduction expected for next fiscal year. Fiscal 2009 spending will climb because money that was not spent
last year will be clustered into this year’s outlays. That expenditure rose sharply from last year, when the state under-
spent the $1.5 billion it had allotted itself, instead laying out $1.32 billion.

Debt service is projected to eat a growing portion of state revenues, totaling 7.64 percent in fiscal 2013 under the modified
plan. Under the prior projection, debt service was slated to equal 7.13 percent that year.

Surrounded by more than three-dozen business, labor, state and municipal, officials, Patrick said he organized four task
forces around areas that incoming administration and congressional officials had signaled would be likely points of
concentration for the federal legislation: clean energy and efficiency, education facilities, transportation, information
technology, private development, state facilities and ports, and municipal facilities.

The governor, who met with the state’s congressional delegation earlier in the day, said he would appoint a project
manager who would oversee all the projects, and support teams on workforce, permitting, and procurement.

Patrick said he wanted to jump on Obama’s “use it or lose it” policy for the federal aid, an approach that could
disadvantage states that are ill-prepared.



“We don't want to be in a position to leave any dollars on the table,” Patrick said.

Patrick was flanked by Senate President Therese Murray and House Speaker Salvatore DiMasi, both of whom cheered
the effort as an effective plan for positioning the state.

“This economy is probably the worst economy | have seen in my public life,” said DiMasi, who entered the House in 1979.

The Massachusetts strategy calls for matching programs that already receive federal funding with the additional aid from
Washington, which could replenish those programs. That could offset some of the budget devastation wrought by
plunging revenues, meaning that the dollars Beacon Hill would likely allocate to prop up Medicaid could instead be used
for other areas that would otherwise have seen deeper depletions.

Patrick’s $4.7 billion in “shovel-ready” projects, those that could start within 180 days, includes: $548 million for energy
efficiency and renewable energy, $390 million for economic development, $783 million for transportation, $425 million for
information technology, $619 million for state facilities, $1.3 billion for schools, and $702 million for projects marked
“municipal and other.”

The federal government’s decisions about how strictly to define eligible spending is likely to have massive implications in
how Massachusetts can take advantage of the package. Patrick said that, after the $4.7 billion in spending hopes, billions
more await.

“It's not clear how flexible it will be in the end,” said US Rep. Niki Tsongas (D-Lowell). “It's still in flux, and that's what's
hard.”

The distribution of the federal assistance will likely spark several rounds of lobbying: among the states, then on the local
level as municipalities, agencies, and private companies compete for the money.

After the governor’s unusual meeting with the delegation, federal officials met with reporters. Tsongas was approached by
state Sen. Susan Tucker (D-Andover). “You know my hand’s out,” Tucker told Tsongas, referring to the federal funds.
“Help, help, Congresswoman.”

"This is like a rugby scrum," US Rep. Michael Capuano said after the morning delegation meeting. "There's 700 people in
[Washington] in there trying to push the ball around, and we won't know what it looks like until it pops out."

Asked whether aid to private-sector projects would be included, US Rep. William Delahunt (D-Quincy) said, "It was raised
by the governor, and | think it makes sense." He said "guarantees or loans" to privately funded projects were under
discussion as ways to provide financing flexibility to developers.

Private development envisioned at the former South Weymouth Air Base is "ready to go" and would benefit from
assistance, Delahunt said. Apportionment methods for the states are still in the design stage, Delahunt said. "There's
going to be different formulas, and those are under discussion now," he said.

US Rep. Richard Neal (D-Springfield) said the funding would be spread across the state.

US Rep. Stephen Lynch (D-South Boston) said, "None of the stimulus package will go to the Big Dig."

Lynch said it was unclear whether the funds could be used to prop up municipalities facing layoffs for teachers and police
officers, calling the question “tricky.”

“You could argue that job preservation is certainly as effective as creating new jobs in that instance, but you'd really have
to look closely at that,” Lynch told the News Service.

An enhanced public works agenda will likely spark debate on the Hill and stoke tensions over union and non-union labor
issues, including project labor agreements, prevailing wage laws and other topics that speak to worker rights, construction
quality and timelines, and competition among contractors.

In anticipation of a construction spike, Patrick said talks are occurring about ways to expedite projects.
“We were talking about ways in which for example we can accelerate several contracting and procurement and current

permitting processes in order to move more projects up to shovel-ready without sacrificing accountability and
transparency and the opportunities that this presents to include people in public contracting who are sometimes not



included,” the governor said. “But there are models for this. We don't have to reinvent it.”

Outgoing Transportation Secretary Bernard Cohen told reporters that new federal money flushed into the system would
likely require his secretariat to add staff to cope with implementation demands. But Undersecretary Jeff Mullan, who took
over day-to-day operations of the secretariat from Cohen in October, said later it was “too soon to say” whether the payroll
would grow.

Labor officials said the federal assistance could reverse their plans for layoffs, instead allowing for expanded
apprenticeship programs.

Administration officials said fiscal 2008 capital spending fell short of the allotment because several bond bills lagged in the
Legislature until the close of that fiscal year. Meanwhile, legislative sources said the dramatic decline in state revenues
had caused the administration’s delay in publishing the current fiscal year’s capital outlays.

“They had to go back and rethink the plan,” said one knowledgeable legislative aide.

“It's a good capital outlay, it's badly needed, and there’s much money in there for deferred maintenance,” said House
Dean David Flynn, co-chair of the Committee on Bonding, Capital Expenditures and State Assets.

The increasing debt was not cause for concern, officials said.

“Yes, debt service is going up as a share of budgeted revenues,” Administration and Finance Undersecretary Jay
Gonzalez told the News Service, pointing out that the debt was still within the self-imposed cap. “It's within our policy we
set for ourselves. So we're managing that policy.”

“We will make additional adjustments as we need to,” Gonzalez said.

Several congressmen remarked on the novelty of meeting with the state’s chief executive in his office. Patrick routinely
holds delegation meetings in Washington.

"We're your team," US Rep. Edward Markey, dean of the delegation, told Patrick during the open-press portion of the
meeting in the Corner Office. "We have an unprecedented economic problem in my lifetime that we're facing. But the [US
House] speaker and the [US Senate] president each want to stimulate this economy with job creation expenditures over
the next year."
