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All hate/bias motivated crime against gays & lesbians had a tremendous drop of forty-seven percent (-
47%). 
 

Reported Crime in Housing Developments 
 

During 2008, there were 3,301 reported Part One and Part Two crimes within the City of Boston’s 
Housing Developments.  This number represents a decrease of nine percent (-9%) compared to 2007 and 
eleven percent (-11%) compared to 2004.  It is also the lowest reported total crime for City of Boston 
Housing Developments since this data was first collected in 1992.  In comparison to 2007, the highest 
drops were in prostitution (-80%), vehicle theft (-33%), and rape and attempted rape (-29%).  An increase 
in reported crime was exhibited only in three categories: disorderly conduct (19%), weapons violations 
(7%), and larceny (3%).   
 
 

Arrests 
 

A total of 21,811 arrests (excluding Arson) were made for Part One and Part Two crime in the City of 
Boston in 2008, yielding a decrease in arrests of three percent (-3%) from 2007.  Arrests for Part One 
crime increased by six percent (6%), while arrests for Part Two crime decreased by seven percent (-7%).  
Compared to 2004, arrests have 
increased by eleven percent (11%) in 
Part One and Two crimes respectively.  
Although reported crime cannot be 
compared to arrests; because arrests 
data reflects the number of arrest during 
this particular time period regardless of 
when the incident occurred; the data 
indicates that as the number of arrest 
increases, the number of reported 
crimes decreases. As an example, for 
the category of vehicle theft, where 352 
persons were arrested, there was a 
decrease of thirty percent (-30%) in 
reported crime.  

Arrest Percent Change for Part One and Two Crime 
2007 vs. 2008
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Age, Race, and Gender of Arrestees 

There was no significant citywide pattern 
change in arrests among the different races 
when comparing 2008 to 2007. With the 
exception of the number of female arrestees 
that has increased by two percent (+2) all 
other demographic categories have decreased.  
Arrest of those 13 years or younger has 
shown a significant decrease of nineteen 
percent (-19%). 

 
Youth Arrests 

 During 2008, youth arrests (ages 16 and 
under) decreased by eight percent (-8%).  Juveniles arrested for violent crime increased by eleven percent 
(11%) from 2007 and decreased by one percent (-1%) from 2004.

Methodology 
 

Reported crime provided in this report is subject to the criteria established 
by the Federal Bureau of Investigation’s Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) 
program.  
 
Under UCR guidelines, incidents that are unfounded (including previously 
unfounded incidents) are deducted from the total. Further, under the 
hierarchy rule, if several offenses are committed at the same time by a 
person or a group of persons, only the most serious offense is counted.  
The categories of rape, robbery, burglary, larceny, and vehicle theft include 
the attempted commission of these crimes.  
 
Please note that Boston’s rape and attempted rape figures are not available 
for years prior to 1958.  
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
