Program: v" The Kaiser Media Fellowships Program will award up to six fellowships to print,
television, and radio journalists interested in health policy, health financing, and
public health. The aim of the program isto provide journalists with a highly flexible
range of opportunities to pursue individual projects combined with group briefings
and site visits on awide range of health and social-policy issues. The program
offers an annual stipend of $55,000 (prorated for length of the actual fellowship).
Travel for research purposesis aso available. Any journalist, editor, or producer
specializing in health reporting is eligible to apply. Applicants must be U.S. citizens
and/or work for an accredited U.S. media organization.

v" The Kaiser Media Mini-Fellowships in Health will award up to ten mini-

fellowships to print, radio, and television journalists to research and report on
HIV/AIDS issues in the United States or overseas. The purposeisto encourage in-
depth reporting on the health, social, economic, political, and cultural implications
of the global HIVV/AIDS epidemic, and on policies and programs to address
HIV/AIDS. The program will provide journalists with travel and research support to
complete a specific project of their choice for publication or broadcast. Typicaly,
grants will be up to $10,000 for print and radio projects, and up to $20,000 for
television projects. Priority will be given to projects otherwise unlikely to be
undertaken or completed, focusing on issues that have not been reported or are
under-reported and which have a high likelihood of being published/aired and of
reaching a mass audience. To be eligible, journalists must be U.S. citizens and/or
work for aU.S. accredited news organization.

v" The Kaiser Media Internships in Urban Health Reporting for 2003 is an internship
program for minority journalists interested in specializing in urban public health
reporting. The program provides an initial week-long briefing on urban public
health issues and health reporting at the National Press Club in Washington, D.C.
Interns are then based for ten weeks at their newspaper/TV station, typically under
the direction of the health or metro editor/news director, where they report on health
issues. The program ends with a three-day meeting and site visits in Boston. Interns
receive atwelve-week stipend and travel expenses. Applicants must be U.S. citizens
or permanent residentsin order to apply.
