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Walking in Boston is easy and
fun, and the more you walk, the
less you drive. Nearly all popular
destinations are no more than a
10-minute walk from the nearest
subway station – and many are
closer than that. So get out and
walk, and help to ease the city’s
traffic crunch.

Use this map to gauge your walk-
ing times. You’ll be surprised
how short the walks are – from
subway stops, commuter rail sta-
tions and major thoroughfares to
all points of interest in Back Bay,
Downtown, the Waterfront and
the South Boston Seaport.
